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FIRST MEDAL OF HONOR AWARDED

Early in the CiviWar, a medal for individual valor was proposed to General-in-Chief éfrthg
Winfield Scott. But Scott felt medals smacked of Europeéecttion and killed the idea.

The medal found support in the Nalwpweveywhere it was felt recognition of courage in strife

was needed. Public Resolution 82, containing a provision for a Navy medal pfwad@igned

into law by Presidetbraham Lincoln on December 21, 186he medal was “to be bestowed

upon such petty officers, seamen, landsmen, and Marines as shall most distinguish themselves by
their gallantry and other seamanlike qualities during the preseiit war

Shortly after this, a resolution similar in wording was introduced on behalf Afitimeg Signed

into law July 12, 1862, the measure provided for awarding a medal of honor “to such
noncommissioned officers and privates as shall most distinguish themselves by their gallantry in
action, and other soldierlike qualities, during the present insurrection.”

Although it was created for the CiwVar, Congress made the Medal of Honor a permanent
decoration in 1863. 1,520 Medals were awarded during theViZawijll,195 to thérmy, 308 to

the Navy 17 to the Marines and 4 to civilians. 25 Medals were awarded posthumously
The Congressional Medal of Honor Established

The first military decoration formally authorized by t@erican government to be worn as a
badge of honothe Medal of Honor was created by an act of Congress in December 1861. Senator
James W Grimes of lowa, the chairman of the Senate Naval Committee, proposed that a medal of
honot similar to theVictoria Cross of England and the Iron Cross of Gerniasmgiven to naval
personnel for acts of bravery in action. His bill was passed by both Houses of Congress and
approved by PresideAbraham Lincoln on December 21, 1861. It established a Medal of Honor
for enlisted men of the United States Navy and Marine Corps.

Two months lateiSenator Henrwilson of Massachusetts introduced a Senate resolution extending
eligibility for the medal to enlisted men of the UASMy and making eligibility retroactive to the
beginning of the waOn March 3, 18 63, armyfafers were made eligible through another act of
Congress; naval and marine officers were not included until 1915.

According to the act establishing the army medal, the award was to be given to those members of
the armed forces who “shall distinguish themselves by their gallantry in action, and other soldierlike
qualities.” Because of the agvvague wording and because the UnitadeS gave no other medal

to its armed services, the Medal of Honor was awarded liberally during thé\@ivib about

1,200 men.

The first to receive medals were the six survivofsafrew’s Raid. In 1916, Congress considerably
tightened the rules for eligibilityequiring that a serviceman come into actual contact with an
enemy and perform bravely at the risk of his own life above and beyond the call Gfahdyess

also created a board of five retired generals to review all previous award recipients for eligibility
and found that about 2dmost of then€Civil Warveterans did not meet the new standards and thus
struck them from the list.

ARTICLE V COMMITTEES, Section 1 — Executive Committee , para. 2, pg 11, line 4

Underlined text were the words which were inserted.

... During intervals between meetings of the BOM, the members of the Committee shall have
the duty to meet on call of the Chairman and to act for the Board of Management , including
utilizing the powers of the Board of Management delineated in Article 1l Section 2. of
these Bylaws , on any matter that the Chairman deems to be of such urgency and importance
that the action must be taken before the next regularly-scheduled meeting of the BOM. ...

Recommendation : The Charter & Bylaws Committee recommends that the BOM adopt this
amendment.

2. FLSSAR Bylaw Amendment #2, Author Jack Coleman:

Text of Amendment — Indicates Some Affected Articles, Sections ...
ARTICLE IV - DUTIES OF OFFICERS, Section 1 - President ...

Insert the following text:

Section 2 President-Elect

President-Elect , Florida Society Presidency Training Oriented _ ; Will join the
FLSSAR President in the implementation of all Society activities that are expected of a
sitting Florida Society President . He will attend all chapter , state, district and national
meetings which the President attends. This position is intended to allow an incumbent

President to begin his term with a thorough knowledge of the operation of the Office of

Florida Society President. The sitting President may also assign appropriate
committee chairmanships to the President-Elect which will enhance the President-
Elect’s ability to perform his duties when he does take office

If the President is absent, the President-Elect shall preside at meetings of the
FLSSAR and of the BOM . He shall succeed to the President’s office in the case of
resignation, death, or _ disability of the President and he shall perform such duties as
ordinarily pertain to that _ office .

Recommendation : The Charter & Bylaws Committee recommends that the BOM not adopt
this amendment; If approved, the change will impact the position as Sr. Vice President.

3. FLSSAR Bylaw Amendment #3, Author Frank Hodalski: _Insert the following “new”
section:

ARTICLE Ill - OFFICERS

Section7 . Endorsement of Candidates for National Office

Candidates who have declared for election to General Offices in the National
Society may appear before the  Board of Management for the purpose of seeking the
endorsement of the Florida Society . Formal endorsements will not be made by
the Florida Society before the Fall Meeting of the Board of Management

Recommendation : The Charter & Bylaws Committee recommends that the BOM adopt this
amendment.
